Because the ornament is

fairly small (3.25-inch diameter), the

etched image should be head shots

only, and of two people at most. The

ornaments are also extremely fragile.

The price for one photo ornament is $9,

two or more $8 each, and five or more

$7.25 each. Once you become an

approved Topperscot retailer, you simply

upload your images to the Topperscot

Web site. Topperscot has software that

can automatically check your database

at regular intervals, find new orders, and

begin processing them. Your clients can

even order ornaments from your own

Web site with an invisible link to

Topperscot (the client’s payment and

contact information is yours alone).
